We will be learning to:

o Use some of our print and letter knowledge in
our early writing, e.g. writing a pretend
shopping list that starts at the top of the page;
writing ‘m’ for mummy.

 Write some or all of our name.

« Write some letters accurately.

Maths

We will be learning fo:

e Combine shapes to make new ones - an arch, a
bigger triangle etc.

o Extend and create ABAB patterns - stick, leaf,
stick, leaf.

» Notice and correct an error in a repeating
pattern.

 Begin to describe a sequence of events, real or
fictional, using words such as “first’, ‘then...”

 Show different emotions in our drawings and
paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear, etfc.
» Respond to what we have heard, expressing
our thoughts and feelings.
